Dr Wolfgang Leitner, male, born in 1953, Austrian citizen, independent candidate.  
Wolfgang Leitner started his career as a researcher for an Austrian subsidiary of Hoechst AG before working 
as a management consultant with McKinsey & Company in Munich and New York from 1981 to 1985. In 
1985, he was a founding member of a pharmaceutical company, where he led the successful IPO of a group 
of subsidiaries. Wolfgang Leitner joined the management board of Andritz AG (Andritz) in 1987 as CFO. He 
became CEO and president of Andritz in 1994 and held the position until spring 2022. In 1999, Wolfgang 
Leitner together with financial investors acquired Andritz and took the company public in 2001. Under his 
leadership, revenues grew significantly from EUR 200m to EUR 6,500m in 2021, both organically as well as 
through more than 70 acquisitions. Today, Andritz employs around 27,000 employees worldwide. Since 
April 2022 Wolfgang Leitner is Deputy Chairman of the Supervisory Board of Andritz while remaining a 
major shareholder in the company. He holds a Chemistry degree and a doctorate from the University of 
Graz, Austria.
